Silage wraps are made from Linear Low Density Polyethylene
(LLDPE), the collected plastic will be transported to a suitable
facility and recycled into a range of products from stock crush
panelling and flooring, to worm farms and compost bins.

o Gather silage wrap in bulka bags or loose.

e Itis very important that the silage wrap is clean, dry and free
of contaminants.

e Ensure you remove net wrapping and bale twine.

e Ensure bulka bags can be rolled off vehicles or trailers.

 Inappropriately packed or contaminated wrap may be
refused.
