2. POLICY STATEMENT

Alcohol Free Zones and Section 632A Prohibited Areas help deter inappropriate behaviour
by drinkers in specified areas. Establishment of the zones and designated areas with
proper signage allows Police and authorised Council Officers to initiate enforcement action
as required.

3. DEFINITIONS
Alcohol Free Zone (AFZ) - alcohol may not be consumed by any person within the
specified area.

Alcohol Prohibited Areas - under section 632A, Local Government Act 1993, alcohol
may not be consumed by any person within the specified area.
